For basic introduction, one can use me llamo...,(I am called), soy...(I am..) or mi nombre es...
(my name is...). In Spanish, you can ask for someone’s age formally or informally. ; Como
se llama usted? for formal and ; Cémo te llamas? for informal, both meaning “What’s your
name?

With regards to saying one’s age the verb “fener” which means to have is used in Spanish
instead of the verb “to be”

a) Y td, ;como te llamas? (And you,what’s your name) -informal
(como se llama usted? (what’s your name?) - formal

b) (Cudl es tu nombre? (what’s your name?)- informal
(Cuél es su nombre? (what’s your name?) - formal

c)  (Quién eres? (who are you?)- informal

(Quién es usted? (who are you?) - formal

Edad (age):

In Spanish, the verb to have (tener) is used to express age instead of the verb to be (ser) as
we know in English. In English, we say, for instance, I am 15 years old but in Spanish we
say I have 15 years, this is translated as (Tengo 15 arios)

Tengo 17 afios.( I am 17 years old)

Akosua tiene 16 afnos.( Akosua is 16 years old)
Tienes 20 afios.( you are 20 years old)

(Cuantos anos tiene usted? (how old are you) - formal
